DOGMATIC TYPES OF MISINFORMATION
As a naturally curious species we learn from experience, always changing our minds based on new information.  Misinformation selects and defines experience to align with dogmatic beliefs.

1.  Fudging (distorting information).
2.  Cherry-picking (neglecting information).
3.  Noise (obscuring information).
AUTOCRATIC GOALS OF MISINFORMATION
As a naturally egalitarian species we share information to pursue democratic goals.  Dogmatic misinformation is imposed to serve autocratic goals.

4.  Self-interest (serve individuals).

5.  Paternalism (those in charge know what’s best for all).
6.  Elitism (benefit the few at the expense of many).
ANTISOCIAL TOOLS OF MISINFORMATION
As a naturally altruistic species information is an important social tool.  Imposing autocratic misinformation requires antisocial tools.
7.  Wealth (for outspending social information).

8.  Confusion (of what is normal or natural).

9.  Gullibility (exploiting natural trust).

10.  Misanthropy (nourish vanity, cynicism and cowardice).
